high squadron. Maj. Callaway, 360th BS CO, flew in the lead squadron. Maj.

M aj. Romig led the 359th BS low formation and Maj. Sheridan led the 427th BS
Wurzbach, 358th BS CO, led the Group.

The primary target was Romilly, the secondary, Villacoublay,
and the last resort, Rouen. Twenty-one aircraft took off and seven
aborted due to mechanical failures. Fourteen B-17s bombed the
primary target from 22,500 feet with 500 pound M-43 H.E. bombs.
Photographs confirmed direct hits on the target.

Every airplane encountered German fighters, and gunners
Ma'j Eugene A. R(')mig claimed fifteen destroyed and fifteen probables. Light anti-aircraft fire
was observed.

B-17F #41-24566, Zombie, piloted by Lt. O.S. Witt, was shot down by enemy
fighters and ditched in the English Channel. All crew members were lost. T/Sgt. L.C.
Woods is buried in Ardennes American Cemetery near Liege, Belgium. Sgt. H.A. Kinsey
is buried in Normandy American Cemetery near Coleville-sur-Mer, France. The body of
S/Sgt. W.R. Renner washed ashore near Dieppe, France 1 Feb 1943. Lt. O.S. Witt, Lt.
F.M. McMurtry, Jr., T/Sgt. T.F. Bachom and S/Sgt. L.W. Thomas are on the Wall of
Missing at Ardennes, Belgium. Lt. W.E. Dyar and Sgt B.W. Millett are on the Wall of
Missing at Cambridge, England.

B-17F #41-24581, The '8' Ball, 358th BS-0, piloted by Capt. W.R. Calhoun, Jr., and
with Maj. E.A. Romig as co-pilot, was badly damaged by enemy action and made a forced
"belly landing" at Bovingdon. The B-17 was later salvaged. Capt. Calhoun ordered his
crew to bail out before hislanding and they all parachuted to the ground without injury. Maj.
Romig and Capt. Calhoun and crew returned to Molesworth from Bovingdon the next day.
Capt. Calhoun had a piece of flak in his knee.
