303rd BG(H) Combat Mission No. 15
14 February 1943

Target: Industrial Targets, Hamm, Germany
(Aborted)

Crews Dispatched: 19

Length of Mission: 3 1/2 to 4 1/4 hours

Bomb Load: 5 x 1000 lbs M44 H.E. & 10 x 500 H.E. M43 bombs

Bombing Altitude: 22,000 ft

Ammo Fired: 8,748 rounds

his day's Field Order No. 99 was the 35th received by the Group. The primary target
was Hamm, Germany; the secondary, Osnabruck; and the last resort, any German
industrial target. 1000-lb. M44 and 500-lb. M43 bombs were loaded on the nineteen

airplanes scheduled for take-off. Breakfast was at 0430, briefing was at 0520, engines
started at 0810, taxiing began at 0820, and first take-off was at 0840 by Capt. Hagenbuch,
427BS(H) in S for Sugar, #41-24619. Capt. Fredericks, 360BS(H), in #42-2973 Iza
Vailable, was the last to take off at 0854.

Two B-17s failed to take off:

#41-24609, Holy Mackerel, 359BS(H) (1Lt. Eyster). The upper turret guns failed to
feed.

#42-2967, Shak Hak, 360BS(H) (1Lt. Bilek). The aircraft ran off the runway into
mud as it was taxiing for take-off.

Capt. Calhoun aborted the mission in #41-24635, 359BS(H), The '8' Ball MK II,
when T/Sgt D. Fanning, the engineer, became sick at altitude. 1Lt. McDonald aborted in
#41-24539, Jersey Bounce, when waist gunners, S/Sgt. M. Murray and Sgt. R. Tibbles
became sick with vomiting and clogged ear drums.

Poor visibility and 10/10 cloud cover caused the mission to be recalled between the
coast and Dokkum, the Netherlands, without bombing. Some black flak was observed and
eleven German aircraft were sighted with one encounter. S/Sgt. R.H. Smith, ball turret
gunner of 358BS(H), in #42-5264, Yankee Doodle Dandy, had a confirmed destroyed claim
on this aircraft. All aircraft returned by 1400 hours with no casualties or damage.
