F
or mission No. 63, the 103 PBCW flew its first "diversion mission."  The diversion was
in support of attacks on French airfields.  The 101st and 102nd PBCWs of the 1st
BW attacked the Villacoublay Airfield and B-17s of the 4th BW attacked the Conches

and Evreaux/Fauville Airfields.

The diversion mission was flown at 16,000 ft.  The 103 PBCW formations carried
no bombs.  No flak or enemy aircraft were encountered.  All 303rd BG (H) Fortresses
returned safely with no casualties.
