Following up the mission to Berlin in the morning, the 303rd BG(H) flew across the

As in the morning mission, flak was
the only opposition offered, but it was
described as "worse than Berlin." The
formation flew through the flak to bomb the
target with good visibility, no clouds and a
slight haze. Group B-17s dropped 48
1,600-Ib. A.P. MK1 bombs from 25,000
feet. Photos indicated that the target was
missed, with two hits on a section of
scaffolding.

Friendly fighters maintained sweeps
around the area, but gunners reported no
German planes or dogfights. All aircraft
returned to Molesworth. There were no
casualties and no aircraft damage.

Crews at post-mission interrogation
complained about being fed beans and
frankfurters for lunch just before taking off
for the afternoon mission. They were also
upset about the lack of whiskey at the
afternooninterrogation. Some of the crews
complained about having to attend three
separate briefings on a single day.
